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In October 2013, CASL completed its first 8C-check and a full aircraft painting on an
Airbus A321 aircraft for Air Macau. »

The 8C check is the heaviest check in
Airbus A320 series. It consists of
more than one thousand tasks
including detailed inspection of wing
top and bottom skin, rudder,

fuselage, engine, cabin, landing
gears, and control surfaces; including X
X Ray inspection of front, center, and rear spar, thermographic inspection of honeycomb of
rudder side panels.

The full aircraft painting requires stencil preparation, complete sand down of previous
paint and repainting all markings.

The CASL base maintenance team
professionally and diligently
performed all the inspection tasks,
repairs, painting, and returned the
aircraft to customer on schedule.
